At the time this section of the Oracle was started the Buolldogs were undis.
puted football champions of the Oklahoma Collegiate conference, but as the book
goes to press they have been dethroned by the powers that are. It is indeed regret
able that such a glorious season had to end with a perfectly legitimate ineligibility
charge, but be that as it may they cannot rob us of our glory,

Some parts of this section may not meet the approval of all but inasmuch as
at the pesent time there is no recognized football champion of the conference, the
editor of this book feels justified in printing the record as it is,

Without doubt the 1926 Bulldog football team was the most powerful aggrega.
tion that has ever represented Southwestern on the gridiron. It was a team composed
of veterans; a well balanced, hard fighting, heady crew that was equally strong on
offense and defense,

Two early season games were lost to Texas University and Southwestern of
Winfield, Kansas, but after these reversals the Bulldogs hit their stride and were
never stopped again,  Every single conference game resulted in a victory.

The outstanding features of the 1926 season were the victories over Central
and Oklahoma Baptist University. After twelve years of fruitless effort the Central
Bronchoes were downed 6.3 at Edmond. The Baptist victory was especially sweet for

r several reasons. First it was the deciding game of the conference race; they had
defeated Southwestrn for three years previous and last and most important was
the fact that the Bulldogs proved to the world that they could win without the
services of Herman Duncan, whose eligibility had been protested,

As further proof of the Bulldogs' superiority, almost every member of Joe
Milam’s pennant winning crew received votes for the all state team. Three men
were placed on the first team:; Simmons at halfback, Jackson at tackle, and Cooke
at end. Umbaech and Shockley were given berths on the second team.

Of the twenty men who were awarded letters only five will not be back to
answer the call next year, Simmons, Spann and Craddock, who have composed the
major portion of the Bulldog backfield for the past four years, are lost by gradua.
tion. Captain “Swede” Umbach, star for three seasons, will also be claimed by
graduation, as will Edgar Brady, end.

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Education and Power

HUMAN MUSCLES supplied the power of the Ancients.

HORSE POWER, the energy of beasts broken and trained to the
heavier labors necessary to existence, provided an upward step in
later ages.

STEAM and the INTERNAL COMBUSTION ENGINE, developed
during the Ninteenth century, placed at Man‘s disposal sources
of power the magnitude of which was mnever before realized.

ELECTRIC POWER also was developed during the Nineteenth
century.

But it was not until the last decade that the potentialities of
Electric Power were generally realized.
