The first game of the season found the Bulldogs meeting the highly touted O. B. U. Bison at Shawnee. 
Sport writers gave the Bison a paper margin of 15 points but the Bulldogs kicked over the dope bucket and 
came home with a thrilling 10 to 7 victory. 

The Eighteenth Field Artillery of Fort Sill were bombarded out of the Bulldog camp on the next week-end, 
with the short end of a 56 to 0 score. Carl Beason, veteran back, received in this game injuries which kept him 
out for the remainder of the season. 

The following week brought last year's champs, East Central Tigers, into the Bulldog arena. After lead­
ing from early in the game, the locals allowed the Tigers to tie the score at 7 all. Dope and figures show the 
Bulldogs to have been the best team. 

Northeastern slipped in on the Bulldogs some seven days later and was in turn chased out of the stadium 
with the short end of a 21 to 6 verdict. 

After 26 hours of mud and water the Bulldogs pulled into Goodwell just an hour before they were sched­
uled to meet the Panhandle Aggies. Despite the fact that many of the boys had had no sleep the previous night, 
they defeated the Aggies by a 25 to 0 score. No little credit for the victory goes to the coach for his strategy. 

At Alva, the following week, the Bulldogs played in the hardest luck that they encountered all season. 
After scoring early in the game seven regulars were fcrced to the sidelines from injuries and the team was so 
weakened that the Rangers were able to push across the tying score, late in the fourth quarter.
