Established in 1901 by the territorial legislature as a normal school, South-
western has grown and flourished in its forty-six years of existence. In 1920
the college became a teacher training school, remaining in that category until
1939. In 1939 the college purposes were enlarged with the addition of new de-
partments, and the name was again changed, this time to Southwestern State
College of Diversified Occupations. During the legislative session of 1941, the

T H E E V 0 L U T l 0 N college was officially re-designated Southwestern Institute of Technology, its
title of the present time.

The Tech campus consists of 58 acres of sloping ground that rises to the
crest of college hill and overlooks the city of Weatherford and the broad valley
0 F T E C H of Little Deer Creek. The red and bufl college buildings dominate the country-
side and are visible for many miles in every direction. Newest and most modern
of these is the Administration building at the head of Custer street, completed
in 1943 to replace the original college building destroyed by fire in the summer
of 1939. The oldest, largest, and designated by many as the most dignified of
the buildings is the six pillared Science Hall, constructed in 1909, and appearing
on the right of the photographs. The President’s home appears on the left.
