Friday and Saturday, October 11 and 12, 1963, will be long
remembered by a great many people as the most important reunion
they ever attended at Southwestern, where such events have always
been colorful and exciting.

The theme of the celebration was “Sixty Years of Progress” rec-
ognizing the growth of Southwestern State College in the 60th year
since it had opened its doors in 1903 as a two-year territorial school
to train teachers.
