vested solely in the Student Senate but n o w , more realistically, in three branches; Executive, Legislative, a n d Judici­
ary . The theme of the Executive Branch, h e a d e d by the Student Association President, w a s "Realism. " T h r o u g h joint 
efforts of the Executive Branch a n d the Student Senate a trend has been initiated to provide newly-enfranchised vot­
ers an educational facility in which they are able to e x p l o r e the inner-most work ings of legislative systems they will 
encounter upon departure f rom this institution. 

1971-72 saw a diverse selection of legislation with topics ranging f rom birth control a n d V . D. education to assum­
ing some student discipline matters previously handled independently b y the college administration. A m o n g those 
programs which the Senate annual ly sponsors w a s the O k l a h o m a Intercollegiate Legislature. This year's delegation 
included Scot B o y d , Senator; G a y H o d g e s , Senator a n d Floor Leader; a n d representatives, Bill Hendr ix , A n d y Wilks, 
Merrill Jacobs, Bruce Kain, G a r y Bond, Jeff Boileau, a n d Steve Rosenbaum. Hendrix w a s selected to an O . I. L. task 
force which w a s assigned with the duty of lobbying in the O k l a h o m a State Legislature.

T h e var ious tribes represented 
are K i o w a , Commanche, A r a p a h o , Northern and Southern 
Cheyenne, C a d d o , Chickasaw, C h o c t a w , Creek, C h e r o k e e , 
O s a g e , Ponca, Kickapoo, D e l a w a r e , N a v a j o , Hopi Pueblo, La-
guna Pueblo, Sioux, and Y a k i m a . 

The Indian Counseling p r o g r a m which w a s begun in J u n e 
1971 has a l ready proven to be beneficial to the Indian stu­
dents. The p r o g r a m w a s begun in an effort to reduce the high 
drop-out rate of Indian Students at S W S C and raise the over­
all grade point of the Indian student. There are many reasons 
w h y this program has been successful, but the main ones are 
that Indian counselors are used and the students are able to 
understand and relate things to them much easier. T h e other is 
that the tutoring available to the Indian students is set up on a 
one-to-one basis.

Southwestern State College captured their fourth 
consecutive O k l a h o m a Collegiate Conference football 
crown during 1971, a feat matched by only one other 
club in conference history, East Central's 1963-1967 Ti­
gers. 

The Bulldogs racked up an 8-2 win-loss mark plus a 
N o . 10 national ranking during their fourth straight 
banner year , and only a late season stunning upset by 
Northwestern prevented the then second ranked Bull­
dogs from capturing a national playoff berth. 

Southwestern opened the '71 campaign by blasting 
Panhandle and G i b D o l e z a l , 31-7. Fullback Jim Calip 
rushed for 102 yards, caught 3 passes for 54 yards, 
and scored three touchdowns in the contest, as his de­
fensive counterparts held D o l e z a l , one of the N A I A ' s 
leading passers, to 79 yards through the air. 

A n y hopes the Bulldogs had of a perfect season 
quickly vanished the next w e e k , w h e n non-conference 
foe Northwest Louisiana bumped Southwestern 17-10. 
It marked the second straight year the Louisianans had 
beaten S W S C , and also snapped a 10 g a m e Bulldog 
winning skein, compiled over the last t w o years. 

After that h o w e v e r , Southwestern ripped off five 
straight victories, before being stunned by Northwest­
ern. 

Southeastern's Savages w e r e the first victims of that 
win string, falling 40-0, as five different Bulldogs 
scored touchdowns. 

Northeastern provided little more competition the 
following week, as they w e r e bombed 31-17 during 
Southwestern's 1971 homecoming. 

The Bulldogs then buried Eastern N e w Mexico 45-
28, as tailback Charles Hicks rushed for over 200 
yards, in addition to breaking the O C A C career rushing 
record. 

East Central p r o v e d to be tougher than expected, 
but Southwestern went on to defeat the Tigers 17-7, 
and keep their league mark perfect, along with Central 
State. 

O n the seventh week of the season Southwestern un­
leashed its biggest offensive punch of the year by rip­
ping Langston and Prinson Poindexter 52-0. This time 
six Bulldogs got into the scoring act, as S W S C jumped 
all the w a y f rom thirteenth to second place in the na­
tional rankings. 

Then the roof fell in at A l v a , where Southwestern suf­
fered one of their worst setbacks in five years, 21-0. 
The loss not only dropped the Bulldogs out of the top 
ten, but g a v e Central State, w h o had had their cham­
pionship hopes doused a week earlier by losing to Pan­
handle 20-14, another shot at the title. 

But the Bulldogs, w h o had other ideas, perhaps 
showed some of the finest character exemplied in 
O C A C history, w h e n with their backs at the w a l l , de­
feated both r u g g e d third place C a m e r o n and Central 
on successive Saturdays to bring home their fourth 
straight conference title. 

Seven members of the 1971. team were named to 
the Al l-Conference squad, including Hicks, offensive 
guard Bob Densmore, center T o m McElhaney, defen­
sive halfback Randy Richardson, and defensive linemen 
Roy Ressler, Eugene W i l t o n , and Joe Shegog. 

In addition, head coach Otis Delaporte was named 
as "Coach of the Y e a r " in the O C A C fourth straight 
time, and Hicks was honored as "Offensive Player of 
the Year . " 

Following the 1971 season, Hicks signed a National 
Football League contract with the G r e e n Bay Packers, 
to touch off a brilliant career at Southwestern.

Southwestern State College's basketball team racked up an 18-10 won-loss mark during the 1972 c a m p a i g n , 
marking the seventh straight y e a r coach Jer ry Jobe's ball club had g o n e over t h e . 500 level. 

In addition, the Bulldogs garnered their sixth consecutive N A I A district 9 playoff berth, only to fall to O k l a h o m a 
Collegiate Conference champion Northeastern for the fourth straight time, in the first round of those playoffs. 

Southwestern's basketball fortunes started out to be anything but another successful season, as they d r o p p e d t w o 
of their first three contests in the annual J o h n Brown University pre-season tournament. 

After that, h o w e v e r , the Bulldogs ripped off three straight home court triumphs including a 91-74 drubbing of t w o 
time District 9 champion East Central , before losing to p o w e r houses Northeastern and O k l a h o m a Baptist on the 
road. 

Southwestern returned home for three more victories over Drury, C a m e r o n , a n d Central State to stand 7-3 at the 
semester break. 

Starting off the second term, the Bulldogs split a r o a d bill with a pair of Missouri clubs, dropping a three point de­
cision to Drury, w h o m they'd beaten earlier, and winning over Missouri Southern, w h o m they'd lost to earlier. 

The month of February turned out to be sweet success for the defending conference co-champions as they w o n six 
of eight ballgames, TO finish the regular season at 18-9. 

Jim Callen and Joe Pierce provided the biggest scoring punch for the S W S C roundballers during '72, each aver­
aging over 17 points a contest. 

Al l five starters finished in double figures, with senior playmaker Ken Turner, 6-7 transfer M o n r o e Carter, and jun­
ior guard Eddie Crosson all averaging a b o v e the 10 point mark, including Callen and Pierce. 

Turner, Cal len, a n d All-American baseball hurler Ray Burris, w h o came off the bench time a n d again during the 
season to add valuable defensive play, w e r e the only seniors on the club.

Southwestern State's baseballers completed their best season in history during the 1971 
campaign, sweeping to conference, district, and a r e a titles, plus a 5th place finish in the 
N A I A "College W o r l d Series. " 

C o a c h Cecil Devine's ballclub compiled a 2 8 — 1 4 overal l mark a n d presented Devine 
with his fourth consecutive winning season in as m a n y years here. 

Led by fireballing righthander Ray Burris, the Bulldogs ended three years of frustration in 
finishing 2nd to Phillips b y winning the W e s t e r n Division f lag, a n d going on to capture the 
O k l a h o m a Collegiate Conference pennant. 

T h e y then reeled off six straight playoff victories before falling to Linfield, O r e g o n in the 
national quarterfinals. 

Burris was also Southwestern's chief offensive threat during the season, hitting at a torrid 
. 405 clip, while playing right field w h e n not pitching. 

Three members of the '71 squad w e r e n a m e d to the O C A C Al l -Conference team, includ­
ing Burris, second baseman Charles Teasley, and shortstop Chris Gri f f i th. In addition, De-
vine was named the O C A C ' s "Coach of the Y e a r " and received special recognition at the 
6th annual O k l a h o m a Headliners Banquet, which honors outstanding sports personalities 
from the Sooner state. 

At the close of the season, Ray Burris was named to 1971 Ai l -American squad as a first 
team pitcher.
