liams fieldhousc. Phillips handed 
the Bulldogs their 12th loss of the 
season. 78-76, in a non-conference 
battle. 

Southwestern now owns a 7-12 
season record and stands 1-1 in 
the Oklahoma Intercollegiate Con­
ference race, defeating South­
eastern and falling to Northeast­
ern.

give him 22 points at intermission. 

Jerry Jones put five shots from 
the field through the hoop in the 
first half for 10 points, had four 
rebounds, and added four assists. 

In the first half, both teams 
visited the charity stripe a total of 
seven times and capitalized on all 
seven giving Southwestern and 
Phillips a 100 per cent shooting 
average from the free throw line 
at halftime. 

Both teams were over 50 per 
cent from the field in the opening 
half, but Phillips came out on top, 
shooting 56 per cent compared to 
the 53.1 per cent showing of the 
Bulldogs. 

Andrew 'Candy' Rhodes turned

Birdsong, 
McMillion 

Ail-Americans 
Two of Southwestern State Un­

iversity's standout performers 
during the 1979 football season 
have been named to the first 
teams of the NAIA All-America 
selections. 

Carl Birdsong, a 6-1, 200-
pound, junior pharmacy major 
from Amarillo, Tex., made the 
first team offense as punter. Bird­
song led the nation in punting in 
1979 with an average of 45.6 
yards per kick on 51 punts. 

He also handled the kickoff, 
extra point and field goal chores 
for the Bulldogs and had the dis­
trict's longest field goal of 1979 
with one of 50 yards against 
Northeastern State University. 

Making the first team defen­
sive unit is Alfonzo McMillian, a 
6-3, 205-pound, senior free safety 
who was the Bulldog's number-
two tackier in 1979 with 60 solo 
tackles and 20 assists. 

A physical education major 
from Amory, Miss., McMillian 
also was Southwcstern's top pass 
thief in 1979 with five intercep­
tions. His defensive statistics in­
cluded four deflected passes, two 
fumbles caused and one blocked 
punt. 

Birdsong and McMillian were 
instrumental in leading South­
western to a 7-2 record and a final 
ranking of 19th in the nation 
among NAIA Division I teams in 
the 1979 season. 

field goals and 9 of 13 free throws 
for 21 points in the final half. 
Kibby let the cold air get to him 
during the intermission as he con­
nected on 3 of 11 field goals and 
sank one of two charity attempts. 

Kibby led the Bulldogs in scor­
ing with 29 total points. Rhodes' 
second half surge gave him 23 
points for the night, and Jones 
was the only other 'Dog in double 
figures with 10 points, all coming 
in the first half. 

Phillips out-shot the Bulldogs 
48 per cent to 45.6 per cent from 
the field, and missed only three 
free throws out of 15 trips to the 
line for an 80 per cent showing. 
Southwestern had 19 chances at 
the free throw line, but made only 
14 of the one-point attempts for a 
73.7 per cent average. 

The Bulldogs will have two 
back-to-back OIC games this 
week. They will play Northwest­
ern Wednesday night and host 
East Central Saturday, Feb. 2, in 
the 'Dog House.
